Please provide an update of the project since the last report

We have started the collection of patients data and blood and urine samples.
We have collected data and samples from 10 patients from Cruces University Hospital and 5 patients from Vall d'Hebron Universitu hospital (both in Spain) and
have measured copeptin, renin and aldosterone. We have collected urine samples from these patients and are currently measuring cAMP and AQP3.

We are working in a collaboration agreement with University Medical Center Groningen in The Netherlands, and Hacettepe University Faculty of Medicine in
Ankara, Turkey, to include their patients in the study.

How has the grant been spent to date and what plans are there for remaining funds?

To date the grant has been spent in the following issues:

-Materials and chemicals needed to perform the ELISA assay for the urinary excretion of AQP2

-Translation of the different documents (Information sheet and informed consents)

-Shipment of blood and urine samples from the original center to Biobizkaia Health Research Institute and the University of Bari

We plan to use the remaining money for copeptin, cAMP, Aldosteron and other possible biomarkers of interest, as well as for shipments, statistical consultancy and
publication fees.
